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Household Projections for Scottish Council areas (2002-based) produced by the Scottish Executive Housing Statistics Branch

Introduction

The Scottish Executive Housing Statistics Branch has recently published the results of its latest round of biennial household projections for sub-national areas in Scotland. These are calculated by applying projected trends in household formation derived from 1991 and 2001 Census information to projected numbers of people in private households derived from the General Register Office’s 2002-based population projection. 

The resultant household projections cover the period from 2002 to 2016 and are broken down into the following broad groupings:

1. Households with 1 adult. 

2. Households with 1 adult with child(ren).

3. Households with 2 or more adults with child(ren).

4. Households with 2 or more adults. 

Stirling Council Area

Stirling’s households are projected to increase by 17% in total, i.e. from 36,250 to 42,280 over the period from 2002 to 2016. This is marginally below the expected rate of increase in the previous projection (2000-based) – 20%, but is equal second highest in terms of projected household growth among Scotland’s 32 local authority areas (Table 1).

· Projected increase in total households of 7.5% from 2002 to 2009.

· Projected increase in total households of 17% from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of single adult and lone parent households is projected to increase by over 5 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of households with 2 or more adults with child(ren) is projected to decrease by 6.5 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· Average household size is expected to decrease from 2.26 persons per household to 2.08 from 2002 to 2016. 

Forth Valley Health Board Area

Household numbers in the Forth Valley area are projected to increase by 13%, i.e. from 120,590 to 136,320 over the period from 2002 to 2016. This is largely influenced by the expected rates of household growth in Stirling and Falkirk (13%), whilst expected growth in Clackmannanshire is more in line with the national average of 7%. 

· Projected increase in total households of 6% from 2002 to 2009.

· Projected increase in total households of 13% from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of single adult and lone parent households is projected to increase by over 7 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of households with 2 or more adults with child(ren) is projected to decrease by almost 7 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· Average household size is expected to decrease from 2.26 persons per household to 2.04 from 2002 to 2016. 

Scotland

Scotland’s households are expected to increase by 7% in total, i.e. from 2,216,780 to 2,381,090 over the period from 2002 to 2016 in spite of a marginal projected decline in population over the corresponding period. This reflects an anticipated continuation of the trend towards increasing numbers of smaller households.  

· Projected increase in total households of 3.6% from 2002 to 2009.

· Projected increase in total households of 7% from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of single adult and lone parent households is projected to increase by 6.5 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· The share of households with 2 or more adults with child(ren) is projected to decrease by 6.5 percentage points from 2002 to 2016.

· Average household size is expected to decrease from 2.23 persons per household to 2.01 from 2002 to 2016. 

Key Household Growth Areas
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A total of 11 of the 32 Council areas are expected to see household growth of 10% or more over the period 2002 to 2016 as shown in Table 1 below (ranked in descending order of growth). The key growth areas are largely concentrated in central and eastern parts of Scotland.
